1. Course Requirements

General Course Requirements State Minimum

Students must receive instruction in economics and financial literacy (in high school} and complete at least two semesters of fine
arts™ (during grades 7-12).

*Fine arts may not be required for students in a career-tech program unless it is a component of local course requirements.

Financial Literacy Requirement

e Classes of 2023-2025: Financial literacy instruction is required for students to
graduate. School districts determine how and when students meet this
requirement.

« Class of 2026 and Beyond: For students entering high school for the first time
on or after July 1, 2022, one-half credit of financial literacy that students can
substitute for a one-half credit elective, or a one-half credit of math required for
graduation. The one-half credit of math cannot be Algebra 1 (or Math 1 if using an
integrated approach), Geometry (or Math 2 if using an integrated approach),
Advanced Computer Science or Algebra 2.
